Old Business

Item 1 Approve/Disapprove Minutes from the February 11, 2009 Public Hearing and Regular Meeting

Motion made by Commissioner Lybarger to approve minutes from the February 11, 2009 Public Hearing and Regular Meeting.  Motion seconded by Commissioner Crabtree.  Motion Carries with 2 Ayes, 0 Nays, and 3 Abstentions from Commissioners Crabtree, Townsend, and Jones.

New Business

Item 2 Review Strategic Plan, Vision, Focus Areas, Objectives, and Indicators

Executive Director Hoy gave the public a brief snapshot of the modifications to the Strategic Plan. Steps that were taken included review of the First 5 California Strategic Plan and direction, current Prop 10 Legislation, financial resources, community needs assessments were reviewed including MCDAC, MCAH, and Early Head Start, and the Commission also reviewed obstacles and barriers to the Strategic Plan.  The Commission then aligned the focus areas with that of First 5 California.  Goals, objectives and indicators were then established for the new focus areas.  Public input was positive and no changes were made.

Item 3 Approve/Disapprove 2009-2013 First 5 Modoc Strategic Plan

Motion made by Commissioner Townsend to Approve the 2009-2013 First 5 Modoc Strategic Plan.  Motion seconded by Commissioner Jones.  Motion carries with 6 Ayes, 0 Nays, and 0 Abstentions.

Item 4 Review California Assembly Bill No. 17

Executive Director Hoy stated Proposition 1D will be on the May 19th ballot and affects Proposition 10 funding it includes a 50% redirection of funds for five years or a minimum of 268 million per year from State and County Commissions.  Some estimate the percentage is actually higher as the bill does not take into consideration annual declining tobacco tax revenue of 3-5%.  It also redirects up to 340 million but not less than 275 million from the State commission this fiscal year (FY 08-09) in funds that are not encumbered.  General funds are considered encumbered only in the current fiscal year.  It is unclear if funds will be left in the state commission account for county match programs such as School Readiness.  Proposition 1D requires the State Commission to insure that all counties have a base level funding of $400,000.00 each, this means an increase of $85,000.00 for the eight smallest counties.  The impact to First 5 Modoc over fiscal years 2009-2012 would mean a loss of $190,000.00, assuming that county match programs like school readiness are eliminated as part of the redirection.  If matches are not eliminated, revenue would be increased by $255,000.00.  After the Fiscal Year 11-12 we would then see the $85,000.00 increase per year as it was already anticipated all county match programs would be ending at this time.  We do not know what match programs may have resulted from First 5 CA and the Project Legacy planning.  General discussion followed regarding media involvement and presentations supporting Proposition 10.  Executive Director Hoy plans on taking a power point presentation to the Board of Supervisors and the Alturas City Council to show how First 5 Modoc benefits the community.  General consensus of the commission was that Prop 1D aids rural counties.

Staff Report

Executive Director Hoy stated she is in need of a new computer.  Ms. Hoy has received quotes and the cost should not be more than $750 dollars.  There are sufficient funds in the administration budget to cover this cost.  Ms. Hoy also reported Form 700’s are due to the County Clerk by April 1, 2009.  Ms. Hoy provided a copy of the form to each Commissioner.  Nothing Further.
School Readiness Report

Executive Director reported School Readiness is fully enrolled.  The Family Support Workers have completed the DRDP-R’s and are getting ready for kindergarten transition which includes a kindergarten orientation on April 8th and the annual bus trip to the elementary school on April 22nd.  Again the Kindergarten backpacks will be offered to all children in Modoc County participating in early enrollment, while supplies last.
Program Report
Executive Director Hoy reported Public Health’s “Healthy Beginnings” program has had a total of twelve families enrolled.  Currently seven families are actively enrolled and two families have had an alcohol and drug assessment with both families continuing with alcohol and drug services.  Six out of seven families have had mental health assessments with four continuing treatment.  Five families dropped out due to non-compliance or relocation.  Strengthening Families and Nurturing Parents has now been incorporated as a stepping stone to the Love and Logic parenting program as they have found many of their families are not ready for Love and Logic.  Four case conferences have been held with agencies such as CPS, Early Head Start, TEACH, Public Health, Alcohol and Drug, and CalWorks.  Funds Spent $22,477.36.  Nothing Further.
