Motion carries with 4 Ayes, 0 Nays, and 0 Abstentions.

New Business

Item 2 Approve/Disapprove Micro-Grant Application from Modoc County SELPA “Child Find Calendar” in the amount of $999.00

Commissioner Cantrall present at 5:39 P.M.
General Discussion followed regarding reapplication and the sustainability of funds from other departments. Motion made by Commissioner Cantrall to approve the Micro-Grant application from Modoc County SELPA “Child Find Calendar” in the amount of $999.00.  Motion seconded by Commissioner Crosby.  Motion carries with 4 Ayes, 0 Nays, and 1 Recusal from Chair Jones.
Item 3 Approve/Disapprove Mini-Grant Application from Modoc County Public Health “Breastfeeding Support for Working Moms” in the amount of $10,000.00
Chair Jones passed the Gavel to Commissioner Richert. Tanya Schulz and  Jennifer Slinkard, representatives from Public Health, were present to answer questions. Commissioner Jones questioned duplication of services.  Ms. Schulz explained that Public Health does provide breast-pumps, however in limited quantities and this program will focus on the working mom and their ability to pump throughout the work day. Commissioner Jones questioned if the service would be available countywide.  Ms. Schulz stated it would be county-wide and she would also be reaching out to the larger employers in the county. Commissioner Jones questioned if Early Head Start would factor into the service with referrals.  Commissioner Lybarger stated it was a possibility and confirmed there was a shortage of breast-pumps available in the county. General discussion followed regarding funding and need. Commence Scoring.  Interim Chair Richert announced a sufficient score.  Motion made by Commissioner Cantrall to approve Mini-Grant application from Modoc County Public Health “Breastfeeding Support for Working Moms” in the amount of $10,000.00. Motion seconded by Commissioner Lybarger. Motion carries with 3 Ayes, 0 Nays, and 2 Recusals from Commissioner Crosby and Interim Chair Richert. Interim Chair Richert passed the gavel back to Chair Jones.

Motion made by Commissioner Richert to Approve Commission Recommendation to the Board of Supervisors regarding commission vacancy and replacement with former First 5 Commissioner Lisa Townsend. Motion seconded by Commissioner Crosby.  Motion carries with 4 Ayes, 0 Nays, and 1 abstention from Commissioner Cantrall.

Item 6 Approve/Disapprove Appointment of Fiscal Sub-Committee

Commissioner Crosby volunteered to be on the committee.  Motion made by Commissioner Richert to approve appointment of Commissioner Crosby to the fiscal sub-committee. Motion seconded by Commissioner Lybarger.  Motion Caries with 4 Ayes, 0 Nays, and 0 Abstentions.
Item 7 Approve/Disapprove Accounting Technician/Office Specialist Position Effective start date 08/19/08

Executive Director Hoy explained the position was advertised for 2 weeks within the parameters and job description approved for this position.  Commissioner Lybarger, Commission Alternate Funk and herself interviewed three applicants and the job was offered to Jody Nelson.  Commissioner Crosby confirmed that this is a part-time/extra help position.  Motion made by Commissioner Richert to Approve Accounting Technician/Office Specialist (Extra Help) Position Effective start date 08/19/08. Motion seconded by Commissioner Crosby.  Motion carries with 4 Ayes, 0 Nays, and 0 Abstentions.
Presentations/Reports

Commission Report

Commissioner Richert asked about the state budget and any attempts to divert First 5 funds to help offset the budget. Ms. Hoy stated she has not heard of any recent attempts.
Chair Jones stated Peter Currer, director of SELPA, is retiring next year and they are looking for someone to train with Mr. Currer in order to ease the transition.
Staff Report

Executive Director Hoy stated she attended the 40 Developmental Assets training in Tulelake in August. Ms. Hoy stated Commissioners must have an Ethics training certificate on file with Modoc County. Training must be completed by December 31, 2008 in order to be compliant with AB 1234 and can be completed online.  Attorney Jennifer Shaw gave the Ethics presentation. She recommended that should a board member require recusal from an agenda item they should also leave the room while it is being considered. This would also hold true for up to one year of a former Commission member.  This does not prevent agencies from bringing items of consideration before the Commission, but the item would need representation from someone else within the organization. Ms. Hoy also reported that on September 4th and 5th  Haws, Theobald, and Auman were here to complete the annual audit. The audit went well and will be presented during the October meeting. Ms. Hoy stated she will have the annual report and school readiness report completed for review as well. The First 5 California van was at the Tulelake fair September 6th and 7th. Ms. Hoy passed around pictures taken of the van and shared that locally we had crayons and pencils to distribute to children visiting the van.  Holly Stains, from Public Health, provided us with 100 nutrition themed coloring books to distribute. Ms. Hoy, School Readiness Family Support Workers, and Jody Nelson were there to help the Edutainers from First 5 California.  First 5 California had items such as growth charts, placemats, crowns, and tattoos to hand out to families, as well as various activities for kids.

School Readiness

Executive Director Hoy stated the School Readiness Advisory Committee approved requesting unspent funds from School Readiness Cycle 1 to provide transportation vouchers for preschool children. Ms. Hoy explained the funds could be requested up to 5 times per year, per family, up to $100.00 and they must show proof of a valid drivers license, live more than a 5 mile radius from school, and be able to show proof of an 80% participation rate. Ms. Hoy stated she is currently working on the request to the state. Commissioner Richert questioned if this service would only be available to School Readiness participants. Executive Director Hoy stated since all preschool children benefit from school readiness through the presentations given by the School Readiness Family Support Workers the vouchers would be available to all Modoc County preschool children. Commissioner Crosby expressed concern regarding parents getting the vouchers and not using them. Ms. Hoy explained that the vouchers are retro active, and in order to get another voucher the parent would again have to show an 80% attendance rate. Nothing Further.
