Staff Report
Executive Director Hoy stated at the State Commission meeting in November the State agreed to fund small county augmentations for an additional 3 years.  The State will pay for small county augmentations based on a new funding formula for FY 09-10 and 10-11, which should be in place by January 2009.  The new formula is not expected to affect the 8 minimum allocation counties but more the top end of the 31 augmented counties.  
Vice Chair Callaghan has set up First 5 Modoc as the program presentation for Sunrise Rotary in February.  Ms. Hoy will be presenting the power point information shared with the Commission at the last meeting with minor changes.  
The mini grant with Alturas Head Start for the “Raising A Reader” program has had a late startup.  Distribution of the book bags was delayed, due to a voluntary recall by “Raising A Reader” to run tests and insure the materials being used are safe and free of lead.  Therefore the book bag rotation was delayed and start up did not begin until December 3, 2007.  Reporting will be delayed until March 31, 2008 with the follow-up evaluation by June 30, 2008.
Ms. Hoy received an email from the State regarding CARES and wanted to share with the Commission the State’s appreciation of the work Betty Holloway completes on behalf of CARES.  Nothing further.

School Readiness (SR)
Executive Director Hoy stated the SR Cycle 2 Grant has had a delay at the State level.  She had completed the application but unfortunately on December 27, 2007 the State decided to release new forms expected out in late January early February.  Ms. Hoy has been assured by the State this will not affect the start date of Cycle 2 beginning July 1, 2008.  Ms. Hoy also stated TEACH, Inc. has hired a new full time Family Support Worker and her name is Nicole Northrup.  She is currently being trained and will be the FSW for the Alturas area.  Nothing further.
