Public Hearing & Regular Meeting 5:30 p.m.
Public Comment

Unfinished Business
Item 1 Approve/Disapprove of Minutes from the 01/09/2008 Public Hearing & Regular Meeting.
Motion made by Commissioner Richert to approve the minutes from the 01/09/2008 Public Hearing & Regular Meeting.  Motion seconded by Commissioner Lybarger.  Motion carries with 5 Ayes, 0 Nays, and 0 Abstentions.  

New Business
Item 2 Approve/Disapprove Mini Grant Application from Modoc County Public Health “Educative Training on the Impact of Injury and Violence on the Developing Brain” in the amount of $3,500.                                                      
Jessica Kern, representative of Modoc County Public Health, was present to answer questions.  Chair Jones passed gavel to Commissioner Richert.  Commissioner Jones asked various questions regarding schedule of training, attendance, and target population.  Ms. Kern responded the time chosen was most convenient for best attendance.  Ms. Kern also stated she had received 29 RSVP’s for April 17, 2008 and 64 RSVP’s for April 18, 2008.  General discussion followed regarding funding.  Commence voting of Mini Grant.  Motion made by Commissioner Cantrall to approve Mini Grant Application from Modoc County Public Health “Educative Training on the Impact of Injury and Violence on the Developing Brain” in the amount of $3,500.  Motion seconded by Commissioner Lybarger.  Motion carries with 3 Ayes, 0 Nays, 0 Abstentions, and 2 Recusals from Commission Alternate Slinkard and Interim Chair Richert.  Interim Chair Richert passed gavel back to Chair Jones.
Item 3 Approve/Disapprove School Readiness (SR) Cycle 2 Application due to the State April 4, 2008.
Executive Director Hoy stated the SR Cycle 2 application had been reviewed and approved by the SR Advisory Committee on 3/6/2008.  The only significant change in Cycle 2 is in the subsidies for preschool slots.  5 children will now be receiving preschool subsidies in the Newell area and 2 in outlying areas.  21 children will still receive subsidies in the Alturas area.  The Family Support Worker’s (FSW) will also be required to complete the DRDP-R for all SR children in collaboration with the preschool teachers.  This will be an additional method of assessment of the children participating in the SR program.  Motion made by Commissioner Cantrall to approve School Readiness Cycle 2 Application due to the State April 4, 2008.  Motion seconded by Commissioner Richert.  Motion carries with 5 Ayes, 0 Nays, and 0 Abstentions.
Item 4 Public Hearing for First 5 California Fiscal Year 06-07 Annual Report
Executive Director Hoy stated the format for the First 5 California Annual Report has changed considerably from past years.  The Annual Report now combines all of the individual county information into one report for all of California.  The narrative for each county has been combined into a separate County Profile Report.   Motion made by Commissioner Lybarger to accept the First 5 California Fiscal Year 06-07 Annual Report.  Motion seconded by Commissioner Richert.  Motion carries with 5 Ayes, 0 Nays, and 0 Abstentions.  
Item 5 Approve/Disapprove correction to FY 08-09 Grant Budget School Readiness Cycle 2 $105,165.83 to $100,000 and addition of potential Grant Renewals
Executive Director Hoy explained there was a correction to the SR Cycle 2 budget and she also included the potential grant renewals.  This correction was made in an effort to give the Commission a greater picture of the commitment for renewals they currently have as well as funds remaining for new projects.  Motion made by Commissioner Cantrall to approve correction to FY 08-09 Grant Budget School Readiness Cycle 2 $105,165.83 to $100,000 and addition of potential Grant Renewals.  Motion seconded by Commission Alternate Slinkard.  Motion carries with 5 Ayes, 0 Nays, and 0 Abstentions.
Item 6 Approve/Disapprove FY 08-09 Revised Long Term Sustainability Plan  

Executive Director Hoy stated she met with the fiscal sub-committee on 3/9/2008 to review the Long Term Sustainability Plan.  Past trends were reviewed as reserves have been exhausted from commitments to programs such as SR and CARES.  The new plan gives the Commission a more accurate picture of the overall fiscal status in years to come.  The State recently sent out notice of their intent to continue CARES for another year.  There was much discussion at the fiscal summit regarding Commission support and funding for continuation of services as many other counties are facing similar issues of declining revenue.  The application extension for CARES should be released from the State by the end of March and Ms. Hoy expects the Commission to be reviewing an extension request during the May meeting.  If the Commission chooses to continue supporting CARES then funding will need to be re-committed from FY 08-09 formal/mini/micro grants.  Motion made by Commissioner Cantrall to approve FY 08-09 Revised Long Term Sustainability Plan.  Motion seconded by Commissioner Lybarger.  Motion carries with 5 Ayes, 0 Nays, and 0 Abstentions.
PRESENTATION/REPORTS

Commission Report
Chair Jones reported on meeting with Governor Swarzenager.  144 students in CA received awards for Academic Excellence.  Modoc High School student Sarah Catania received an award during the ceremony.  Chair Jones expressed his appreciation of Executive Director Hoy and the work she does for First 5 Modoc.

Commissioner Cantrall brought up for discussion transportation issues in Modoc County.  Nothing further.
Staff Report
Executive Director Hoy stated February 28-29 staff attended Fiscal Summit Training in San Francisco.    The sheet attached to the agenda came from Senator Cox’s office and was provided to staff during the training.  The fund balances came directly from the First 5 County audits.  Not included from the audits were funds reserved for long term programs such as SR and CARES.  Much of the money in reserve comes from the first two years slow start up.  Once legislation was passed, First 5 started collecting the tax immediately, but it took a full two years for the individual counties to become operational with MOU’s, County Ordinances, and development of Strategic Plan’s.  If First 5 Modoc did not have the ability to reserve those unspent funds from slow start up, we would not have been able to participate in State Initiatives such as SR.  

It was also during this training that Ms. Hoy learned travel for all counties had been cut.  On 11/15/2007 the First 5 CA Commission approved continued funding of small county augmentations up to 3.5 million.  When calculating the FY 07-08 augmentation, the shifts in birthrates statewide resulted in small county augmentations exceeding the 3.5 million.  The State determined the administration augmentations would be disbursed as long as we met the criteria to receive administration augmentation and travel would have to be cut.  Changes will follow on the February administration sheets.  

Ms. Hoy stated she was contacted by Laura Roberts, First 5 Lassen Executive Director, regarding Oral Health issues for Modoc County children.  It appears there have been 12 referrals for Modoc County children in the past two years for hospital dentistry work and the work was completed by Dr. Buehler from Northeastern Rural Health clinic.  Ms. Roberts is looking toward collaboration between our counties for aid in purchasing supplies.  Ms. Hoy has provided Ms. Roberts with a Mini Grant application.  She also forwarded to Public Health information on the free pediatric training funded by First 5 CA that Dr. Buehler completed.  Public Health will share this information with the dentists participating in the Oral Health Coalition.

Ms Hoy stated Modoc Indian Health Project has requested an extension on their “Parents As Teachers” Grant.  They recently lost their certified PAT supervisor and now must certify another supervisor.  Due to this slow start in providing services they expect to complete their Project Outcomes Chart by June 30, 2008.

Ms. Hoy stated the Form 700’s are due to the Clerks Office by April 1, 2008, for those who have not completed them.  Nothing further.
