Item 2 Approve/Disapprove Mini Grant Application from Modoc Indian Health Project “Parents As Teachers” FY 08-09 $10,000
Melissa Channell, representative of Modoc Indian Health Project, was present to answer questions.  Chair Jones asked why the service area was changed from County Wide to Alturas.  Ms. Channell stated there was a slow startup for the “Parents As Teachers” program due to staff changes.  They would eventually like to serve the entire county but will require additional staff training which is part of their request tonight.  Questions and concerns were raised regarding sustainability.  Ms. Channell explained they will be looking at various granting agencies.  General discussion followed regarding budget.  Ms. Channell passed out budget modifications and explained the unforeseen material costs geared to the child’s age.   Motion made by Commissioner Cantrall to approve Mini Grant Application from Modoc Indian Health Project in the amount of $10,000.  Motion seconded by Commissioner Richert. Heather Tufts and Jeannette Bucher, representatives of Surprise Valley Joint Unified School District, were present to answer questions.  Ms. Bucher made corrections to two errors on the budget form.  Ms. Bucher then went on to explain the need and demand for day care in Surprise Valley.  Due to the lack of child care, many young families have been relocating from the area.  There has been much negative affects on businesses as well as schools in the Surprise Valley District due to absenteeism.  Ms. Tufts stated this Resource Center would greatly benefit the community by providing these much needed services.  Questions and concerns were raised regarding measurable outcomes.  Commissioner Crosby suggested possible changes and recommended discussion and approval with the Executive Director to better reflect outcomes that could be better measured.  Commence scoring of Formal Grant Proposal.  Chair Jones announced a sufficient score. PRESENTATION/REPORTS

Staff Report
Executive Director Hoy reported Senator Cox continues to advocate re-direction of First 5 funds.  Although he has yet to put his most recent efforts in Bill form, it is understood he is pushing toward legislature to place on the November ballot redirection of First 5 funds with a 90 day period of closure for both local and state commissions.  Ms. Hoy will keep the Commission informed should he present in bill form.  Ms. Hoy will be working on a letter to legislature regarding the positive impact our local funds have had on our community.  Ms. Hoy has already spoken to several community agencies that are willing to send a letter in opposition of this potential Bill.  The support from our agencies has always been very good as our local agencies know best how funds have helped develop and support our local children.  The LA city council recently approved a resolution in support of First 5 LA and opposed any efforts to reprogram the First 5 funds allocated by the voters in 1998.  Nothing further.
Program Report
Executive Director Hoy stated a request was received to give a program report or update on one program during each commission meeting.  Tonight’s report will include the 2 micro grants the Commission funded this year.  The information required to report on micros is very limited due to the amount of funding involved, so reports are much smaller.  The MCOE “SELPA” micro was for the development of calendars that was brought to show you tonight.  1,000 calendars were created using pictures with local children and they included parenting tips and resources for children ages 0-3; they have been distributed to various agencies throughout Modoc County.  Total cost $999.  The Public Health micro was for attendance of two employees to the Network for Healthy CA Conference.  The employees felt the conference was very informative and they gained an improved knowledge in areas of sustainability, cultural and social issues, marketing to children, school gardening and youth empowerment.  They intend to use this opportunity to help better educate children 0-5 and their parents on the importance of physical activity and healthy eating habits.   Total cost $999.  Nothing further.     
School Readiness (SR)
Executive Director Hoy reported the collaborative partner meeting notes from the May 16th meeting are attached.  In Newell the Family Support Worker (FSW) will be working with summer school students who have been identified in need of tutoring and 4 children are transitioning into Kindergarten (“K”).  In Alturas we are providing a preschool summer camp to 16 children and the FSW is also working in the preschool with the children. Alturas has 11 children transitioning into “K” and 11 staying in the program.  Nothing further.
